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PHILOSOPHY

Scarborough Presbyterian Children’s Center believes that children grow and learn when they are free to observe, explore and actively engage in activities at their own developmental levels and pace.  We recognize that children learn through play.  We provide a warm, nurturing child oriented environment in which children can thrive and grow intellectually, emotionally, socially and physically.  We treat each child as an individual, respecting their needs, learning styles and personalities.  We encourage children’s natural curiosity and foster a healthy respect for themselves, for others and for their surroundings.  We believe learning should be fun and that childhood is a journey – not a race. 

OPEN DOOR POLICY

SPCC has an open door policy.  Parents are welcome to visit the classrooms and are encouraged to participate in classroom activities, both informally and on special occasions.  We are always looking for parents to share family cultural traditions, be a guest reader at story time, discuss their jobs or hobbies or help with a craft or cooking project.  We encourage a close relationship between parents and teachers.  We look forward to working together with parents to provide the best preschool experience for their child. We have Class Parents that volunteer to help with activities and special events, parents that substitute in our classrooms when a teacher is absent and parents that graciously donate time and materials to our program.  The generosity of our parents is greatly appreciated by all the staff and especially by the children in our program.

SPCC COMMITTEE

The Scarborough Presbyterian Children’s Center Committee is comprised of three to five church members, the Director of SPCC and the Minister of the Scarborough Presbyterian Church.  The Committee supports the Director and is responsible for establishing the regulations and policies of the Children’s Center.

ENROLLMENT POLICY

Application for enrollment will be considered without regard to race, color, religion, sex, handicap, and national origin.  No child shall be excluded because of a handicapping condition, provided the program can meet these needs with reasonable accommodation. An interview with the child is required prior to enrollment so that the child can be placed in an appropriate group based on age, ability and previous experience.

PRESCHOOL CLASSES

CURRICULUM / INTERFAITH COMPONENT

We are committed to helping children develop their physical, social, emotional and intellectual capacities. Our thematic curriculum units center around students needs and include discovery in art, music, drama and literature.  The children draw, paint, build, tell stories, plant, and take care of animals.  They experiment with sand, water, clay and other tactile materials.  In addition, age appropriate readiness activities in reading, math and science are offered.  During free-play the children develop concepts, utilize their creativity, learn to cooperate, to share, to communicate and to gain a sense of accomplishment.  They explore the various learning centers including drawing, writing, painting, blocks, dramatic play, manipulatives, reading and sensory play.  Group activities and circle time provide experiences in discussions, problem solving, music, reading, and gross motor games – all the social readiness skills necessary to begin Kindergarten with a positive self-image.

At SPCC our curriculum incorporates an interfaith perspective to encourage mutual respect and appreciation for the various beliefs and customs in today’s multicultural society.  We encourage parents, grandparents and friends to share with us their beliefs, traditions and culture through stories, songs, cooking, art projects, and discussions.  The minister of the Scarborough Presbyterian Church visits the classrooms once a month to tell a story or share in a special occasion or holiday.  The overall program supports positive moral development and acknowledges the role of God in the children’s lives.

CLASS SIZE* AND STAFFING

Two year old classroom – eleven children

Three year old classroom – seventeen children

Four year old classrooms – seventeen children (Class A), eleven children (Class B)
* Number given is the maximum that can be accommodated in each class.   

A head teacher and one or two teacher assistants are assigned to each classroom. All employees are expected to keep abreast of the latest practices in early childhood education by attending in-service training classes, independent study, professional conferences and or by visiting similar educational institutions.  

APPLICATION, ACCEPTANCE AND PLACEMENT POLICIES

Applications are required for new and currently enrolled students for each school year.  A child shall be eligible for enrollment in the preschool program provided he or she meets the student age requirements.  We offer priority placement to our current families, their siblings, and SPC church members on a first come first serve basis until December 1st of each year after which we open enrollment up to the community.  

Children shall be assigned to particular teachers and classes at the sole discretion of the SPCC Director.  The Director may dismiss a child from enrollment for reasons of parental non-cooperation, delinquency in payment of fees or the inability of the child or parent to adjust to the Center’s program.
REGISTRATION, TUITION AND SCHOLARSHIPS

In-house registration:  Complete a Registration Form and return it to the office along with a $50.00 non-refundable application fee by December 1st. Registration for community members begins after December 1st .  Annual tuition rates are included with the Registration Form.  

Enrollment Contracts are sent out mid-January.  The first tuition payment of one-sixth of the yearly tuition is due with the signed contract by February 15th.  This one-sixth payment is non-refundable.  Until tuition for the current school year is paid, the contract signed and the first tuition payment received – we do not consider the registration complete.

Tuition Payment Schedule:


First: One-sixth of the tuition is due with signed contract by February 15th


Second: One-sixth payment of tuition due by May 15th


Third: One-third of the tuition due by July 15th

Fourth:  One-third of the tuition due by November 15th 


** In case of hardship, alternate payment plans may be arranged.

Scholarships:  A limited number of scholarships for preschool classes are available.  Applications and all documentation are due by January 1st and are kept strictly confidential.  An applicant must be a resident of Westchester County.

Late Tuition Payment Fee:  If your tuition payment is handed in late or past the due date, a late payment fee will be charged.  All tuition payments are due on the date specified in your contract.  If a tuition payment is not received, a $25.00 fee will be added if received later than 15 days past the due date.
ORIENTATION

In early July, SPCC will send all parents a packet of materials containing the school calendar, emergency contact form, physical examination health form, information form,  pick up authorization form, and other forms.  Parents are requested to fill out and return the information as soon as possible so that the teachers may have the opportunity to record important information before the opening of school.  All children must be fully immunized prior to attending school.
Before school formally starts the teachers will schedule a classroom visit for all children to come and see their classroom for a 10 minute individual visit.  This visit allows the child and teacher to meet in an informal setting before working together in the classroom.

Orientation - Students will have shortened sessions so each child can adjust to school.  We encourage parents to stay if their child needs them or is suffering from separation anxiety.  During orientation, parents can stay in the classroom or the lounge until the child is comfortable. Consult with your child’s teacher for guidance on leave-taking. Please remember to always say good-bye to your child. Do not try to sneak out.

EQUIPMENT AND CLOTHING REQUIREMENTS

On the first day of school please send in the following items with your child:

1. A complete change of clothes in a shoebox.  Please include socks, a shirt, pants,

and a change of underwear.  Label all items.

2. A backpack for projects, notices, etc.

3. Two current photographs of your child and one family photo.

4. One package of disposal diapers, if necessary.

5. One box of wipes, tissues, a roll of paper towels to be used in the classroom.

Your child should wear simple, washable play clothing, and rubber-soled shoes or sneakers.  We try to spend as much time outdoors as the weather permits.  Please dress your child appropriately. 

We request that children try not to bring in any toys from home because they may become lost or broken. Exceptions are made on Show & Tell days and if a comfort item is necessary. Any comfort items brought in and Show & Tell items must be labelled with your child’s name.

“POTTY” POLICY

We do not require that a child be potty-trained before entering the 2’s & 3’s classes since this is an area where every child develops at a different rate.  Teachers will change diapers and older children will be assisted by the staff with their toileting needs, when required.

ARRIVALS AND DISMISSALS
ARRIVALS:

Park and walk your child into their classroom.  After orientation is completed, parents have the option of parking and walking their child in or using the drop off car line for 3 and 4 year olds. 

Drop off car line procedures for 3 and 4 year olds:


Drop off in the morning begins at 9:00 am. Prior to 9:00 am the teachers are preparing the classrooms and are unavailable to supervise the children. If you have an emergency situation and need to drop off your child a few minutes early please speak with your child’s teacher.

1. Always enter via Marlborough Road and exit at Scarborough Road. This is one- way traffic from 8:30 am until 3:30 pm. Teachers will begin meeting cars at 9:00 am.
2. At drop-off, stop at the walkway by the playground entrance. Help your child from the car and wait for your child to be greeted by a staff member. The staff member will walk your child into the building.
3. Do not leave your car unattended or parked in the car line. If you wish to walk your child into class please park in the lot. 

4. Please do not pull ahead of another car; you must wait until the car in front of you exits. 

5. If you need to speak with a teacher or another parent, please park your car. 

6. The families of children in our 2’s class should park in the front Scarborough Road lot and walk their child into the classroom.

Please Note:

1. If you arrive later than fifteen minutes after class has begun, please park and walk you child into school.

2. Release the child from your car only when a staff member is present.

3. Do not allow a child to enter the building alone or to walk down the hallways unaccompanied.

4. Please be on time for drop off.

Dismissals

After orientation is completed parents have the option of parking and picking up their child from the classroom or from the walkway by the playground.  Or parents of 3 and 4 year olds can use the pick up car line.

3’s & 4’s Using the car line:

Pick Up Procedure:

1. Always enter via Marlborough Road and exit at Scarborough Road.

2. At pick-up, please pull up to the walkway by the back door; for safety’s sake, do not pass around another car unless instructed to do so by a staff member. We have blocked the road to prevent anyone from passing while the children are being dismissed. The staff will walk first 3-4 children to their cars in line and once they have pulled away, we will walk the next 3-4 children to their cars, etc.

3. Do not leave you car unattended or parked in the car line. If you wish to walk up to pick-up your child, please park in the front or back parking lots. Do not leave your car parked in the carline and come to get your child.

4. Please do not pull ahead of another car; you must wait until the car in front of you exits. 
5. If you need to speak with a teacher or another parent, please park your car.
6. The families of children in our 2’s class should park in the front of Scarborough Road lot and walk in to pick-up their children. 

Please Note:

1. LATE PICK-UP FEE:  Please be on time to pick up you child to avoid a late pick-up fee. A parent will be considered late and the late fee will be applied if a child is brought to the office. A child or children are brought to the office if they are the last child left in the class to be picked up and/or if it is after 11:35 am.  The late fee will be charged and will be due either upon pick up or by the next school day. The late fee is $5.00 for anytime late up to 11:45 am and then an additional $1.00 for every minute after 11:45 am. The late pick up fee also applies to the afternoon classes. The late fee is $5.00 for anytime late up to 3:15 pm and then an additional $1.00 for every minute after 3:15 pm. We understand that some situations arise that are out of your control, however we would appreciate a phone call in order to prepare your child for a change in their routine.

2. Teachers will not turn a child over to a relative, neighbor or friend unless the teacher or Director has been notified preferably in writing. People picking up a child should have photo I.D.

3. Introduce any sitters, housekeepers or nannies to your child’s teacher before he or she picks up your child.  Please update the pick up authorization form accordingly.

AFTERNOON ENRICHMENT CLASSES

3 to 5 year old Enrichment: Each class includes a ½ hour block of Enrichment and 2 hours of free play, story, arts & crafts, snack, and large motor play.  Enrichment programs may include Music, Creative Movement, Science & Nature, Cooking, Sports and other specific early childhood topics.  There are two Enrichment Sessions – Fall (Sept – Dec.) and Winter/Spring (Jan – May).  Children can attend one, two, three or four afternoon classes.  Lunch Bunch for Enrichment is included in the tuition rate and meets from 12:00 noon to 12:30 p.m.   Children share lunch, games and a story before beginning the Enrichment Class. 

2 year old Enrichment:  Our 2’s Afternoon Enrichment teachers bring their many years of experience and their love of children to create a wonderful classroom environment that nurtures each child.  This class is perfect for 2’s that take a late afternoon nap, a morning nap or the child that doesn’t nap.  This class is similar to our morning class except that it is a ½ hour shorter and a ½ hour is set aside for the Enrichment topic.  The children’s afternoon will include the Enrichment topic, free play, crafts, clean up, gross motor activity, snack and group time or story.  Children must be 2 years old by September 1st for this class.  Children registered in the M/W/F morning 2’s class are eligible to join the Tuesday or Thursday afternoon 2’s Enrichment class.  Children in the T/Th 2’s morning class are eligible to join the Wednesday Afternoon 2’s Enrichment class.  We do not recommend children in the 2’s attend a morning and afternoon class on the same day.
LUNCH BUNCH

This program is an added extension to your child’s regular school day and is a wonderful way to build your child’s social skills through every day experiences of sharing, taking turns, listening to each other and conversing.  Children enjoy the social aspect of eating lunch together with their friends, playing some games and listening to a story.    Lunch Bunch meets Monday through Friday from 11:30 a.m. to 12:00 noon or from 12:00 noon to 12:30 p.m. on T-F.   Parents must provide lunch for their child.  Please remember “no peanut products”.  SPCC is a “nut free” school.  Also, please do not send food that requires heating or cooking and do not send in glass bottles.
SUMMER CAMP

Our eight week camp program is organized for children toddlers to five years of age.  We provide a friendly, child-centered environment where children can be active in the fresh air, participate in water play and enjoy the warm summer days. A child can attend one week, several weeks or all eight weeks.

The teachers follow weekly themes for camp and create special days to enrich the curriculum.  Each camp classroom has two teachers and an aide.

HEALTH AND SAFETY ISSUES

Each child is required to have a physical examination by their family physician before participating in any program.  Please make sure all medical, emergency and information forms are kept up-to-date.

If illness or serious injury occurs while your child is at SPCC, we will notify you immediately and ask you to come for your child.  In the event of an emergency, the Director and a staff member will take the child to Phelps Memorial Hospital via ambulance or an emergency vehicle designated by the police. The parent and the child’s physician will be called before leaving the Center and their instructions will be followed.  If we cannot reach you, we will notify the person you designated as your emergency contact.

Please do not send your child to school sick.  A child displaying any of the following symptoms needs to remain at home:

1. Fever, accompanied by behavior changes or other signs or symptoms of illness.

2. Symptoms and signs of possible severe illness, such as lethargy, uncontrolled

coughing, irritability or persistent crying, difficult breathing, wheezing, or other

unusual signs for a child.

3. Diarrhea, defined by two or more watery stools, that is not contained by the child’s ability to use the toilet.

4. Blood in the stool not explained by dietary change, medication, or hard stools.

5. Vomiting (two or more episodes of vomiting in the previous 24 hours) until

vomiting resolves or a health care practitioner determines that the cause of the

vomiting is not contagious and the child is not in danger of dehydration.

6.  
Persistent abdominal pain or intermittent pain associated with fever or other signs.

7.  
Mouth sores with drooling, unless a health care practitioner determines that the

     
child is noninfectious.

8.  
Rash with fever or behavior change until a physician determines these symptoms do not represent a harmful communicable disease.

9.  
Purulent conjunctivitis (pink or red conjunctivae with white or yellow eye discharge) until 24 hours after treatment has been initiated.

10. Pediculosis (head lice) from the date of diagnosis until after the first full  treatment. The child cannot return to school until after the first treatment.

11.  Scabies until after treatment has been completed.

12.  Impetigo until 24 hours after treatment has been initiated.

13.  Strep throat or other streptococcal infection until 24 hours after initial antibiotic

       
 treatment and cessation of fever for 24 hours.   

If a child is brought to school who obviously cannot participate in most of the classroom activities, the parent will be called and the child sent home.

H1N1 Influenza (Swine Flu):  The H1N1 influenza is a respiratory infection caused by a virus.  The virus can spread from people who have it to other people through coughs and sneezes. Symptoms are like that of regular influenza and include fever, cough, sore throat, body aches, lethargy, headache, chills and fatigue.  

The best ways to avoid getting or spreading the H1N1 influenza are:

· Frequent hand washing for a minimum of 20 seconds or use an alcohol based hand sanitizer if soap and water are not available.

· When you sneeze or cough, cover your nose and mouth with a tissue or sneeze/cough into the inside of your elbow.

· No sharing of personal items such as drinks, food, unwashed utensils, etc.

· Try not to touch your eyes, nose or mouth, germs often spread this way.

· If you get sick, limit contact with others to avoid infecting them.

We will be reinforcing the above precautions with the children.  In addition, we will provide hand sanitizer in every classroom.  

Please note the following procedures regarding the health and safety of your child:

1. If your child is going to be absent from school, please telephone the school between 8:30 and 9:00 a.m. or between 12:00 and 12:30 p.m. for an afternoon program.

2. When your child returns to school, please bring in note explaining your child’s absence.

3. Advise your child’s teacher if your child is taking any kind of medication.

4. Report all contagious diseases to us as soon as they are verified by your physician

so that we may advise other parents. A doctor’s note is required for the child to return to school.

5. Inform a teacher when you take your child from the classroom.

6. Do not send an older sibling into the Center to pick up your child.

7. Please send in a note to authorize any change in a medical procedure.

8. Please notify your child’s teacher if your child has any allergies, especially those

relating to food. 

EMERGENCY CLOSINGS / EVACUATIONS  

We follow the Briarcliff School District closings.  

· When the Briarcliff Manor Union Free School District is closed due to inclement weather, then the SPCC will be closed as well.

· When the Briarcliff Manor Union Free School District has a delayed opening, then the SPCC will cancel all morning classes. All Afternoon classes will be held at their usual times.
· When the Briarcliff Manor Union Free School District has an early dismissal due to inclement weather, then the SPCC will also cancel classes early. Parents will be notified by telephone for an early dismissal.
· There will be no make-up days for classes cancelled or shortened due to inclement weather.
· Briarcliff Manor Union Free School District delays and closings are announced on radio 100.7 (WHUD) beginning at 6:00AM. In addition the district’s delays and closings are listed on the following websites:

· SPCC Closings will be announced on WFAS radio, 103.9 FM & on TV on Channel 12 News.
Fire drills are practiced monthly. In the event that we cannot return to the building, we will be on the playground, in the Carriage House or the Church.


IN THE EVENT OF A DISASTER AT INDIAN POINT

· If county emergency officials decide that children would be safer going home immediately, the schools regular early dismissal plan would be used.

· If county emergency officials decide that it would be safer to remain indoors, students and school personnel will stay in the school building and await further instructions.

· If the emergency requires evacuation, students and school personnel will be taken by bus to Pace University, Pleasantville.

In case of an emergency at Indian Point, the Westchester Emergency Evacuation Plan calls for SPCC students to be bussed from our facility to Pace University Pleasantville Camps Health & Fitness Center, 861 Broadway, Route 117 (use entrance 3) 914-923-3275.  Parents should try, if possible to pick up their child at SPCC prior to the relocation bus arriving.  If possible, either call or stop at SPCC prior to going to Pace.  

CONFERENCES AND COMMUNICATION 

Parent conferences are held twice a year, one in late fall and another at the end of the school year, to discuss each child’s adjustment to his or her class, as well as the child’s progress. The year-end conference is optional. Parents should feel free to contact their child’s teacher for additional conferences if needed.  Likewise, teachers may contact parents when it appears that an additional conference is necessary.  Please do not use dismissal time to discuss lengthy concerns.  

It is important that you tell us of any changes at home that may affect your child’s behavior at school.  For example, hospitalization, a parent on a business trip, or a death in the family.

A monthly Newsletter will be sent home to further inform parents of events, classroom updates and special reminders.

Emergency calls are permitted at any time during class. If you wish to speak to a teacher, please call between 8:30 and 8:55 a.m.  Messages can be left with the school office assistant and will be returned as soon as possible.  The Director, who is responsible for all aspects of the daily operations of the Center, is usually on the premise from 8:30 a.m. to 

3:30 p.m.   

PARENT INVOLVEMENT

Class Parents – Each class has two class parents.  They are responsible for organizing class projects, field trips, organizing classroom parties, and assisting in fund-raising activities.  All SPCC fundraisers must be approved by the SPCC Committee. 

No Nuts in School Policy

SPCC has a no nuts of any kind policy.  Some children suffer from severe, often life threatening, allergic reactions to peanuts or nuts of any kind.  Your help and attention to this matter will be greatly appreciated and help to ensure the safety of all our students.   Please check labels before sending in any snack, lunch item (for LunchBunch) and birthday or party treat.

Birthdays – Every child’s birthday is celebrated at school and we welcome your sending in a special treat for the whole class at snack time.  SPCC is a peanut free environment. Cupcakes or cookies are best.  Birthday parties should be kept simple. Goody bags and balloons are not necessary. Please speak with your child’s teacher to set up a date. Parents are welcome to attend the party.

Field Trips –These trips are to local sites in the community.  Parents are notified in advance, must sign a permission slip and are asked to Chaperone and drive to these trips.

Volunteering – Any parent, relative or nanny may volunteer to assist in the classroom.  Arrangements are made with the classroom head teacher. 

The Scarborough Presbyterian Children’s Center is an unincorporated, non-profit, organization operated under the auspices of the Scarborough Presbyterian Church.  No part of its earnings shall inure to benefit any member or individual.  A committee provides general oversight, however, the ultimate decision-making authority over all aspects of the Center lies with the Session of the Church.  All funds or property acquired by or in relation to the Center are, by definition, funds or property of the Church*
