Dear Friends,

We will again be offering Confirmation Class this year.  In the Presbyterian Church most children are baptized before they are of an age to choose for themselves so we offer a time and an occasion for adolescents to explore and learn about their faith and then decide if they want to be a member of the church.  So they are confirming their baptisms. (If your child has not been baptized it is still appropriate to take the class.)  It is a time of wonderful questioning and deep encounters and a lot of fun. I look forward to teaching this class in order to get to know the class on a whole new level.  This is probably the most important part of the class….the relationships made.

I anticipate beginning the class in October and the children will be confirmed on the day of Pentecost on June 12, 2011.  The class will consist of class time, church time, service projects, all teaching that Church membership is about the whole person.
The class will include an almost weekly meeting before church on Sunday, it will also call for regular attendance at church, some assignments, working with a mentor, and a retreat.  We can negotiate a different time but with Westchester schedules I have found that Sunday morning before church is the most convenient.
